ACC NEWS 
 

Please look outside your rear fences for 
trash, debris or anything else that needs to 
be removed.  The property just outside 
your rear fence belongs to you and you 
will receive a violation notice if the area is 
unkempt. 
 

If you are thinking about planting a 
vegetable garden, please remember to 
submit your ACC Request Form prior to 
planting any vegetables. 
 

Any painting done to the outside of your 
home MUST be in the new paint palette.  
Paint colors are on display in the PLHA 
office.  The new paint standard that was 
passed by the Board of Directors on 
April 10, 2008, requires all homeowners 
to come into compliance by May 1, 2013.   
 

PLHA OFFICE REMINDERS 
 

As everyone starts working on their home 
repair and improvement projects this spring, 
please remember that no motorized vehicles 
may drive on the concrete spillways behind 
Pinewood homes, on other common areas, 
or on any homeowner's private property 
without the prior permission of the 
Community Manager, Assistant Community 
Manager, or affected homeowner (in the 
case of private property). While it makes 
renovation work much easier to be able to 
back a vehicle into the side park or alley by 
your home, you do have a responsibility to 
protect both the common areas and private 
property. Please ensure that any private or 
common property is restored to its original 
condition once your project is complete. 
 

If you have any questions, please feel free 
to contact me. Please let us know if you 
have noticed any common areas that 
appear to have been damaged and need to 
be repaired. As always, thank you for your 
help in maintaining the Pinewood Lake 
community.

HAROLD THE HOUSEOWNER 
 

And so Spring has arrived! --- Can summer 
be far behind?  And with it,  the myriad 
outdoor jobs of good weather. 
 

First of all:  Get your lawnmower ready---
service the engine, change the oil, change 

the spark plug and put in fresh gas.  That 
should do a lot to make a smooth running 
machine.  Did you sharpen the blade?  You 
can buy a special grinder that will fit on your 
drill and you can sharpen your blade without 
taking it off your machine.  Use a putty knife 
to clean your deck before cutting your grass.  
AND make sure your deck is set to cut your 
grass at about 3” tall – minimum! 
 

Secondly:  Check your water spigots and 
hoses:  Turn on water lines and check your 
hoses.  If they are badly twisted – replace 
them with good quality no-tangle hoses and 
get gaskets to replace those that are 
flattened or cracked in your connectors 
before you connect them to your faucets 
and get all wet from spraying water!!!  
Check your sprinklers, sprayers, etc and 
use a little 10W40 to lubricate all moving 
parts. 
 

And:  Clean your driveway:  Move the cars 
off your pad.  Go to the car care center and 
get a biodegradable driveway cleaner 
product; follow the directions and freshen up 
the driveway.  If you have green moldy 
areas – use some bleach, a stiff broom – 
brush it in and it should do the job.  It will 
help make your driveway sparkle.  Be 
careful!  Keep the bleach off the plants and 
dilute well with water when rinsing it off.  
Remember, it runs into the lake, but well 
diluted, it will not harm the fish! 
 

It’s time to check the front lamp light:  Clean 
the glasses, check the mantles, check the 
bulbs. 
 

It’s still cool enough to plant grass. 
 

Yes, you can prune shrubs and flowering 
trees now. 
 

And lastly:  If you have any work to do on 
your home --- remember you MUST send a 
request form to the ACC before you do the 
work  ---  it is absolutely required!!!

Please make sure your 
animal is controlled either in their yard (the 
chicken wire does not always hold them in) 
or by yourself or your children walking them. 
A retractable leash does no good if you are 
not paying attention or do not have control 
or your animal with such a device. All dog 
owners know that an animal that is 
challenged will react so be aware of your 
surrounding and courteous to other people 
and animals in our community. I would like 
our community to be a better place as much 
as you would but please know that everyone 
is accountable for their own actions.

3) Thanks for both your comments on dogs 
and trash.  
 

Over the years, I’ve talked to other residents 
here and written many articles for the 
Needle concerning both subjects and 
completed a project for the county installing 
the plastic “no dumping – drains to the 
Potomac River” plaques on about 100 of our 
community storm drains a few years ago. 
Maybe you’ve noticed them. Let me tell you 
what I learned while doing that project. 
 

Like Mimi, I thought all that trash was 
thrown into our sewers and the lake by 
thoughtless people and sometimes it 
certainly is, especially since a lot of trash is 
washed in from areas outside Pinewood that 
drain into our lake.  But there are two other 
sources of this trash, namely thin white 
plastic trash bags and loose items in our 
recycle bins on trash pickup days. And 
nobody wants to hear it but we are the main 
culprits. 
 

Don’t take my word for it. Look at our gutters 
on Mondays and Thursday (which somehow 
always seem to be windy). There is always 
a cup, bag or soda can that gets blown 
there after the birds get through with a thin 
trash bag or loose items get blown from a 
recycle bin. The next breeze or rainstorm 
washes it into the sewers and the big storms 
wash everything into the lake, including the 
pet “depository” bags that some folks throw 
into the drains. I noticed this again and 
again while attaching those plaques and 
over time it adds up. 
 

So if you really want to help solve the 
trash in the lake problem, use a plastic 
trash can or the large black plastic trash 
bags, which are much less vulnerable to 
being torn apart by animals than the thin 
white ones, and make sure your recycle 
tub has some weight holding things 
down so light items stay put (I put my 
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newspapers in a paper or plastic Safeway-
type bag and put them on top of the cans 
and plastic bottles). And tell your neighbors.

He is 
right that we are our own worst enemy.  The 
thin white trash bags are like magnets to the 
crows who seem to zero in on them, rip 
them apart and along with a breeze spread 
trash all over the street.  Our trash people 
are very good at picking up a lot of the loose 
material, but they are not street sweepers!  
The white trash bags do seem to attract 
birds or other animals.  We all need to 
exercise care in putting out the trash and 
our recyclables. 
 

I have noticed a number of our "walkers" 
carrying trash bags with them picking up 
bottles and other junk as they walk their 
dogs or simply walk the community.  My 
thanks to all those folks!

BOARD ANNOUNCEMENT 

The Board of Supervisors approved making 
all of Lee District a Large Area Community 
Parking District by a vote of 9-0. The district-
wide CPD prohibits the parking of 
watercraft, motor homes, campers, trailers, 
vehicles greater than or equal to 3 axles, 
vehicles with a GVWR greater than or equal 
to 12,000 lbs., and vehicles transporting 
greater than or equal to 16 passengers 
(except school buses) on public streets in 
residentially zoned areas, without individual 
communities having to go through a 
cumbersome and lengthy petition process. 
www.fairfaxcounty.gov/fcdot/large_cpd.htm. 
The restriction is for secondary streets in 
residential areas only not roads that are 
zoned commercial or industrial. 

In accordance with Fairfax County code the 

effective date for the Lee District large area 
CPD will be 30 days after the public hearing 
and approval (November 18, 2009). During 
the month following the effective date of 
November 18, 2009, Fairfax County Police 
will issue warnings and flyers produced by 
FCDOT. On December 18, 2009 Fairfax 
County Police will issue warnings with 48 
hours to move the offending vehicle, wait 48 
hours, and if the vehicle is still in violation by 
being in the CPD, a parking ticket will be 
issued and then the vehicle will be towed 48 
hours after that if it is still in violation. Please 
note - initially there could be many vehicles 
so it may be longer than 48 hours. Fairfax 
County still allows for parking of these 
vehicles on some surfaced areas of private 
property.
